100 most influential Black leaders.

Dr. Hill ‘is the author oftwo books: Beats, Rhymes; and Classroom
Life: Hip-Hop Pedagogy and the Politics 9f Identity‘and The Classroom and thc Cell:

C(mVersations on Black life in America. He is also co-editor 0f three books: Media,
Learning, and Sites of'PossibiIity;Schooling Hip-Hop: New Directions in Hip-Hop
Based Education; and The Anthropology of Education Reader. He 1's currently

completing two
manuscripts: Knowledge of Self: Race, Masculinity, and the Politics ofReading; and
First Class Jails/Second Class Schools: Education in the Age of Incarceration.

Trained as an anthropologist of education, Dr. Hi1} ‘ho’lds a PhD.
(with distinction) from the University of Pennsylvania. His research focuses 0n the

intersections between culture, politics, and education.
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He is particularly interested in locating various sites of possibility for political resistance,

identity work, and knowledge production outside 0f formal schooling contexts. Particular

sites of inquin include prisons, Black bookstores, and youth cultural production

On Tue, Sep 25, 2012 at 5:02 PM, Basel Hamdan <basel.hamdan@,huffmgtonpost.com>
wrote:
